· Be 18 or younger on June 30 of application year.
· have not graduated from high school before starting the program.
· in a position to graduate from high school June 2027.
· Canadian citizen or permanent resident.

Interested in a career in Architectural, Structural or Mechanical Engineering?  CADD is essential because it has replaced manual drafting with faster, more accurate, and versatile digital tools.  It is fundamental for transforming conceptual ideas into detailed, manufacturable, or buildable 2D/3D models. 

The CADD program provides students with the essential skills and knowledge to excel in computer-aided design and drafting careers. Students engage in hands-on projects, creating both digital and physical models while mastering industry-standard software such as AutoCAD and Building Information Modeling (BIM) tools.

Students who are accepted into the Dual Credit CADD program have the opportunity to complete five KPU courses, for which they will receive a Citation, all tuition free.  For each KPU course completed, students will also receive 4 grade 12 credits towards graduation.
